
 Class Teacher  |JOB DESCRIPTION 

 A Class Teacher posi�on is a full-�me, salary posi�on at Pleasant Ridge Waldorf School. 

 Pleasant Ridge Waldorf School is an “at-will” employer  . 

 Responsibili�es in regard to the curriculum: 
 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to strive to understand the model of child development that 

 underlies the Waldorf curriculum, and coupling this with study of the curriculum itself, the 
 curriculum standards of the school, and an awareness of the class and community a�ributes, 
 plan lessons for the grade level of their students. 

 ⬧  Wri�en plans should be prepared each year which include the order of main lesson blocks, 
 goals for the students' development of academic, ar�s�c, physical, and social skills, and daily 
 and weekly class schedules. 

 ⬧  In addi�on to main lessons, class teachers are responsible for planning and teaching lessons in 
 form drawing, music, pain�ng, drawing, modeling, and skills or prac�ce periods in which the 
 main lesson learning is prac�ced and reinforced. Class teachers may also be responsible for 
 some handwork or cra�s lessons. 

 ⬧  Main lessons and special classes should be planned and taught such that a�en�on is given to 
 the following a�ributes: 

 ●  balance of thinking, feeling, and willing ac�vi�es 
 ●  the conveyance of enthusiasm for the subject and for learning 
 ●  in-breathing and out-breathing rhythm 
 ●  a balance of directed and independent work 
 ●  presen�ng the children with challenging, age-appropriate work 
 ●  incorpora�ng movement 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to work to deepen their understanding of the curriculum through 
 the anthroposophical study of human development and the evolu�on of human consciousness, 
 through discussion with colleagues and a�endance of courses and workshops. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to maintain an awareness and an interest in educa�onal and 
 learning developments going on outside of (or parallel to) Waldorf educa�on. 

 Responsibili�es for the children: 
 ⬧  Class teachers are asked to provide for the children a conscious model of responsible behavior 

 that together with loving authority and discipline, conveys to them a living sense of respect, 
 reverence, and gra�tude. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to provide conscien�ous guidance of their students at all �mes and 
 extend this to all students of PRWS by sharing in supervision du�es before, during, and a�er 
 school. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are to develop the ability to work with the class as a whole, while concurrently 
 being aware of (and tending to) individual needs. 
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 ⬧  Observa�ons are to be made of the class as a whole and of individual children, and working 
 with these, the children are to be taken into the teacher's medita�ve life. 

 ⬧  The class teacher is responsible for keeping the children's work in an organized manner, and 
 developing methods of evalua�on of the children's physical, emo�onal, and intellectual 
 development through record-keeping (working with the guidelines of the school). 

 ⬧  Records are kept when special requests are made to parents or the Student Care Group for 
 mee�ng a student’s needs. 

 Responsibili�es to parents: 
 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to work with the Enrollment & Outreach Coordinator, following 

 the school's admission procedure, to interview, and admit new students to the class. Home 
 visits are made for new students. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to interact with parents with honesty, courtesy, warmth and 
 professionalism, working with them to promote awareness and understanding of their child's 
 school experience, as well as to foster the parents' development as a suppor�ng and 
 protec�ng calyx around the development of the class as a whole. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are to ac�vely employ good communica�on skills in working with parents. 
 However, if difficul�es in communica�on arise, the teacher is to seek assistance from the 
 Faculty Council. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to conduct parent-teacher conferences two �mes during the year 
 according to the school's schedule, at which �me they strive to form a shared vision of the 
 child with the parents, discuss all aspects of the child's progress in school, mutually share 
 concerns, and discuss means of working with concerns. 

 ⬧  Parent evenings are to be held at least three �mes during the year, at which the class teacher 
 is to share news of what is currently going on or planned in the classroom, foster 
 understanding of the Waldorf curriculum through ac�vi�es or discussion, and share other 
 school-wide informa�on. 

 Responsibili�es in regard to the school and colleagues: 
 ⬧  Class teachers are to work together with their faculty colleagues - sharing observa�ons, 

 ques�ons, and insights - to support each other's professional and personal development. 
 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to take ac�ve roles in the administra�on of the school. A�er the 

 first year, a class teacher is to serve on at least one commi�ee. 
 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to take part in public rela�ons aspects of the school's work as 

 follows: taking part in at least one informa�onal event per year and contribu�ng to the Calyx, 
 the school's newsle�er. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are responsible for the physical environment of their classrooms - crea�ng a 
 place that is inspiring for learning by giving care to the beauty, ar�s�c aspects, cleanliness, 
 and order of the room - and for the shared school building and grounds. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are expected to a�end weekly faculty mee�ngs, sec�on mee�ngs, and in-service 
 days as scheduled. 

 ⬧  Class teachers are on campus from 7:45 am – 3:30 pm, Monday – Friday, unless scheduled 
 differently. 
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 Ideal candidate will have: 
 ⬧  Bachelor’s degree (required) 
 ⬧  Waldorf training and/or a willingness to pursue training within the first few years employment 
 ⬧  Knowledge and understanding of anthroposophy and the picture of child development it 

 presents 
 ⬧  Understanding of the Waldorf curriculum and pedagogy 
 ⬧  Experience and/or training in teaching children 
 ⬧  Good wri�en and oral communica�on skills 
 ⬧  Ability to work in an organized and �mely manner 
 ⬧  Ability to work ar�s�cally and crea�vely with the educa�on 
 ⬧  Professionalism in speech, dress, and manner 
 ⬧  Interest in self-development of skills that support the curriculum and good working rela�ons 

 Salary and benefits: 
 ⬧  For full-�me the star�ng base salary is $30,083.94 per year 
 ⬧  24-hour accident insurance is available 
 ⬧  A modest professional development s�pend is available as the budget allows 
 ⬧  Paid Time Off (PTO) days are 8 per year (or 64 hours) 
 ⬧  Full tui�on remission available 
 ⬧  Evalua�ons are conducted by the Personnel Commi�ee
